4. The applicant must demonstrate that it has adequate

capitalization to develop, construct, maintain, and operate the

facility in accordance with all related laws and rules and to

responsibly meet its financial and other contractual agreements.

The applicant must demonstrate management expertise and

experience in building and managing a similar facility.

The applicant must demonstrate how it will integrate

with local businesses in the host and surrounding communities,

including local restaurants, hotels, retail outlets, and

impacted live entertainment venues. The applicant must

demonstrate how the facility's design will integrate properly

into the community.

6. The applicant must demonstrate its ability to develop a

facility of a high caliber with a variety of high quality

amenities to be included as part of the establishment that will

enhance the state's tourism industry and economy.

7. The applicant must demonstrate the ability to generate

substantial gross receipts and revenue for state and local

governments.

(b) The division shall evaluate applicants based on their

ability to contribute to a contraction in the amount of gaming

in the state based on the following:

1. The applicant must acquire eligible permits for the

conduct of pari-mutuel wagering pursuant to this section or sign

an irrevocable option contract to acquire contingent on the

applicant's obtaining a limited slot machine facility. The

acquired eligible permits must total a minimum of five points

under the point system identified in subparagraph 3., and the

division shall add additional wvalue in its scoring for

applicants based on total points calculated under this

paragraph.
